Clarification on Client Transportation 
On January 31, 2005 a memorandum was sent concerning transportation of clients to CRP’s.  The instructions were not very clear and have led to some confusion.
For years OVR had been contracting with various providers of transportation services to furnish these services to our clients for a negotiated fixed amount per month.  Due to a policy change by the cabinet, we were instructed to change that system.  Only transportation to the following CRP’s was involved:  West Kentucky Easter Seals, J. U. Kevil, LifeSkills, Frankfort Habilitation and Southeastern Kentucky Rehabilitation Industries Inc. 
Beginning February 1, 2005, these services were to be authorized directly to the CRP for each client needing transportation.  The CRP would then provide the transportation either directly or through another qualified transportation vendor.  The standard fee is one dollar ($1.00) per mile (the fee paid by Medicaid and other state programs).  The number of miles per trip is determined using the most direct feasible route form the pick-up to the drop-off point.  The budget unit number (BUN) for these authorizations is 6719 and the life of the authorization should be for one month.  Payment should be made promptly upon receipt of the invoice. 
Exceptions to the above standard rules can be made if the CRP agrees to a lower price per mile and/or agrees to a longer life of the authorization.  The arrangement outlined above applies only to transportation to and from a CRP in order to receive authorized CRP services.  This memorandum applies to no other transportation services provided to consumers.
