CONVALESCENT CARE

Convalescent care should be considered for long-term care (more than two weeks).  The following guidelines are to be followed in providing convalescent care:

· Any convalescent home used must be approved by the appropriate state authority ; and

· Recommended by the attending physician.

Convalescent care should be considered: 

· when the consumer’s home conditions are not conducive for satisfactory convalescence; or

· the distance from home to hospital makes it impractical for the consumer to be transported back and forth for medical follow‑up; or

· using a convalescent home would reduce the cost of hospitalization or private care.

In addition to any exceptions described above, unless prohibited by federal, state, or local statute or regulation, the Director of Program Services or his/her designee may approve an exception to policy.  Please refer to the Services Introduction section of the Counselors Manual for the exception guidelines.
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
